Bank of Greece position on triggers
As far as the question about triggers, we inform you that  BoG sets minimum limits concerning liquidity, capital adequacy, large exposures etc, that the Credit Institutions(C.I) should follow. Otherwise BoG recommends the adoption of corrective measures from the C.I. in order to handle shortcomings. BoG  has the power to set higher limits than the ones generally set. Nevertheless, according to the legal framework, there are no triggers under which specific corrective action should be automatically taken by our authority.
